Production team is looking for the “Annie” personality to shine thru! Vocally should be able to master both Tomorrow and Maybe. Auditioners may choose to sing one of those songs at auditions. 
Oliver Warbucks
Gender: Male
Age Range: 40–60
Vocal Range/Part: Baritone (B2–G4)
Description: A wealthy, powerful businessman who initially appears cold and stern. Over time, Annie softens his heart and reveals his compassionate side. He becomes a father figure and learns the value of love and family.
*actor must be willing to shave his head
Grace Farrell
Gender: Female
Age Range: 25–35
Vocal Range/Part: Soprano (B3–E5)
Description: Warbucks’ loyal and kind secretary. Grace is warm, intelligent, and nurturing, acting as a bridge between Annie and Warbucks. She genuinely cares for Annie and supports her throughout the story.
Miss Hannigan
Gender: Female
Age Range: 30–50
Vocal Range/Part: Alto (G3–D5)
Description: The bitter and neglectful matron of the orphanage. She is comically cruel, lazy, and resentful of the children in her care. Her schemes and bad attitude provide much of the show’s humor.
Production team is looking for the Carol Burnett type of Hannigan. Outrageous personality and physically comical. 
Rooster Hannigan
Gender: Male
Age Range: 30–45
Vocal Range/Part: Tenor (C3–G4)
Description: Miss Hannigan’s flashy and conniving brother. Rooster is a smooth-talking con artist who teams up with his sister to try to scam Warbucks. He is energetic, sly, and theatrical.
Lily St. Regis

Age Range: 20–35
Vocal Range/Part: Soprano (C4–E5)
Description: Rooster’s girlfriend and partner in crime. Lily is glamorous but not very bright. She plays along in the scheme to impersonate Annie’s mother, adding humor with her ditzy personality.
Daddy Warbucks’ Staff

Description: Includes Drake the butler and household staff. They are formal and professional but grow fond of Annie. They provide support and help show the transformation of the household.
Orphans (Molly, Pepper, July, Tessie, Kate, Duffy)

Description: A group of girls living in the orphanage. Each has a distinct personality—ranging from shy to tough—but they share a bond of friendship and resilience. They support Annie and bring energy and humor to the show.
